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The Palmetto Woodturners will meet at 9:00 am on April 3 at Mann Tool and 
Supply in West Columbia.  Our demonstrator for April will be Dave Hout.  
 

Dave comes to us from Ohio. He was a member of the faculty at Coventry 
High School in Akron, Ohio for 30 years. He spent 20 years in the classroom 
as an industrial arts instructor. He then served as an assistant principal and 
high school principal. Well respected in the woodworking field, Dave has led 
many workshops and seminars on woodworking with an emphasis on 
woodturning. He has taught at Arrowmont School of Arts and Crafts in 

Gatlinburg, TN and the John C. Campbell Folk School in Brasstown, NC. He is a founding 
member of the American Association of Woodturners (AAW) and is a former member of the 
Board of Directors of AAW. 
 

Dave will demonstrate metal spinning and, if time permits, may provide hands-on instruction in 
clean cutting a bowl surface to minimize sanding. 
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Frank Bowers provided entertaining and informative demonstrations of 
pen turning and natural edge bowl turning to a packed house of 
Palmetto Woodturners members and guests.  
 

He began with a description of blank preparation (drilling and insertion 
of the brass tube).  He then illustrated the use of the pen mill or barrel 
trimmer to square the ends of the blank and remove any excess glue 

from the tube.  Frank measures the dimensions of the turned barrel elements with calipers 
rather than relying on the bushings, which wear over time.   
 

Frank does not sand the pens while spinning them on the lathe.  Rather, he sands them with 
the grain to achieve a smooth finish free from radial scratches.  This tip was worth the price of 
admission.  He also demonstrated use of thin CA glue as a finish, applying the CA in three 
swipes using  a well soaked pad of paper towel squares.   
 

The finished pen from Frank’s demonstration was presented to Ronnie Mann of Mann Tool 
and Supply as a token of our appreciation of his generous support of the Palmetto 
Woodturners. 
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Frank also demonstrated turning of two natural edge bowls, one oval 
and one square.   The major difference is the initial orientation of the 
blank between centers, with the oval bowl being mounted with the 
bark edge toward the drive center whereas the square bowl was 
mounted with the bark on the tailstock side.

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Sometimes You Feel Like a Nut 

Tom Rhoden uses a coring technique to make bird houses and fly 
houses.  After rounding the blank, he turns and hollows the acorn-
shaped body of the house creating the point of the acorn by coring into 
the underside of the cap.  When the coring process is complete, he 
inverts the acorn and glues it onto the cap.  After sanding and finishing 
the reassembled piece, it is parted off and a small eye is glued into the 
point of the cap for hanging.   

This technique is an efficient use of wood and turning effort and can 
provide that (almost) instant gratification that a lot of us crave.  It also 
opens up a host of possibilities for mixing tops and bases made of 
different woods.   

Dirty Rotten Roundels 

Tom Harvard was possessed of a Red Elm log that was well beyond 
the spalted stage and into serious decay.  As an experiment, he cut off 
a slice of the log and soaked it with wood hardener.  

The hardener worked, even in the spongy areas, and permitted Tom to 
turn and finish an Ikebana pot.  The irregularities associated with 
differing wood texture and seasoning checks compliment the array of 
colors and patterns created by the decay process.  Turning the piece 
in an end-grain orientation further sets it off from Tom’s other pieces.
