Willard was our first demonstrator when
the Palmetto Woodturners club was formed. His demonstration piece was the gavel that has
been passed from past President to incoming President as the leadership of our club has
changed over the years.

The Palmetto Woodturners will meet at 9:00 am on August 7 at Mann Tool and Supply in West
Columbia. Our demonstrator for our August 7th meeting will be Wes Jones from Atlanta,
Georgia. Wes has been an amateur woodworker all his life and a serious woodturner for about
8 years. He is a mechanical engineer and worked 31 years in the communications industry
designing fiber optic apparatus. He is now a full-time woodturning artist and sells his bowls,
vases, and hollow forms privately and through galleries in Ga. Wes is a member of the AAW
and is active in 3 AAW chapters in Ga. He is currently the president of the Georgia Association
of Woodturners. Wes will be teaching a mini lathe woodturning class at John C Campbell Folk
School later this year.

His demonstration for our chapter will concentrate on vacuum chuck systems. He will explain
why you would want to use one, how to use one, and how to make one. In addition, he will
demonstrate finishing the bottom of a bowl using a vacuum chuck system.

Nick Cook has become a regular demonstrator for our
club and his return in June was most welcome.

Once again, Nick showed that he is equally adept at
trading quips with his audience and making chips on
the lathe.

His demonstration piece was a pepper mill and he brought the finished
piece shown at right for the Instant Gallery. Nick recommends selecting a
mechanism before starting the turning. He prefers the Chefs Specialties
which is available from Packard Woodworks and Crafts Supplies.




Nick made the drilling required for the mechanism seem a lot simpler than is probably the case
and, as usual, made the turning and finishing look deceptively easy.

Wood Man: Elloree man transforms hardwoods into art

ELLOREE -- Nestled in the wooded outskirts of the quiet country town of Elloree is the home
and workshop of talented woodturner Sam Brasher. Here, raw pieces of local hardwoods like
cherry, magnolia, hickory, oak, cedar, dogwood, Bradford pear and cypress are transformed into
unique bowls, vases, candleholders and bottle stoppers. Each piece is a labor of love for the
artist.

A native of Birmingham, Ala., Brasher is a graduate of the University of Alabama and is retired
from the roofing and building materials industry. His wife, Pat, an artist and quilter, is talented in
her own right, and their home decor is complemented with furniture and accessories made by
the couple. A reproduction of an antique pie safe in their kitchen was made by Brasher, and its
tin ornamentation was designed by his wife.

The Brashers have three grown sons: Russ of Charlotte, who is in the computer software
business; Rich of San Diego, a civil engineer; and Chris of Atlanta, who is the assistant attorney
general of the state of Georgia and also works with wood.

Brasher's love of wood began with a woodturning course in high school.
"I have been working with wood most of my adult life," he said.

Brasher took a course at Arrowmont Arts & Crafts School in Gatlinburg, Tenn., where he
learned to make hollow forms. Most of his work is done with hand tools. The woodturner
explained his preference for woodturning rather than woodworking.

"l prefer woodturning because | can see the results of my efforts quicker," Brasher said.
The artist is always on the lookout for local woods to use in his work.

"When the Elloree United Methodist Church cut down a cedar by the parsonage, they gave me
some of the wood," he said. "l was driving across the tracks in Creston when | noticed a logger
cutting down some black walnut and cherry trees. | asked him if I could have some wood, and
he told me to take what | wanted."

Brasher also likes working with unusual woods such as the manzanita tree from the West
Coast. A local resident brought back a piece of koa wood from Hawaii and commissioned the
artist to make bottle stoppers from the wood. A piece of ambrosia maple, which contains
imprints made by the ambrosia beetle, giving the wood its own character, lies in the shop
awaiting Brasher's special touch.

The artist is a member of the American Association of Woodturners, and he attended the
association's annual convention which draws 8,000 to 10,000 woodturners, including some
women. He is also a member of the Palmetto Woodturners in Columbia, where guest speakers
demonstrate the art of woodturning.

Brasher was juried into the South Carolina Artisans Center in Walterboro, where his work is on
display. It is also on sale at local stores such as South By Southwest in downtown Elloree. He is
currently working on a child's rocking horse which he is donating to a silent auction for the
benefit of the Muscular Dystrophy Association in Atlanta.

"l love wood and discovering its beauty. The Lord put beauty in the woods and gave me the
capability of taking it out of the woods," Brasher said.
