For our September meeting, Dave plans to primarily
demonstrate green wood turning by turning a bowl form which includes the roots of the tree.

Demonstrator — Wes Jones

Wes Jones provided our members and guests with an excellent
demonstration of design and use of vacuum chucks.

He began by describing the elements of a vacuum chucking system
and their functions. We were then given a brief refresher in algebra as
Wes described how to calculate the amount of pressure being exerted
on the work piece based on its size and the level of vacuum in the

system.

Several holding attachments were shown, including a shop-made
faceplate with a closed cell foam pad to provide a tight seal and drum
chucks (shop-made and Oneway) with foam fitted to the rims for
sealing.

Wes completed his demonstration by finish turning the base of a
bowl held on his vacuum face plate.




Gary Dickey received the following email from Lorne Babb, our February demonstrator.
Lorne’s experience should be a reminder to us all that we may not always recognize the forces
and strains we place on our tools and materials.

Had an incident today where my gouge flew apart while turning. Not only did it break
off a piece came off the side and ended up under the bench behind me. | was knocking
the corners off this piece of cherry.

The tip of the tool was overhanging the tool rest by
about 3" putting a lot of strain on it. | had no felling
of a catch or any heavy strain on handle. It just
went kerr-ching. Had to use my mag pickup to find
the pieces.

Anyway in the end | got 2 nice natural edge bowls.
To date | have 99 rough turning from the cherry log
and will start to turn the large end tomorrow.
Should see around 150 bowls from this one tree.
