Of course, don’t forget that Lorne Babb will be our February
demonstrator. If you haven't seen Lorne turn, you're in for a treat. He is an excellent turner who is very good at sharing his
technique and knowledge. | hope we will have a “full-house” on February 5.

We are still looking for someone to fill the position of club librarian. This is not a stressful or time-consuming position, so if
you have interest in seeing the club grow and prosper, we can use you as our librarian. You will also be interested to hear
that the Executive Committee has voted to spend $50 a month in addition to the collected library fees, to purchase new
materials for the library.

As | reported last month on my recent purchase of a Kelton Hollowing Gate, | thought I'd follow up and report on what |
have been using to hollow various forms.

As you might assume, | have been using the traditional bowl gouge for small to medium forms and bowls. My personal
favorite has been the Ellsworth bowl gouge made by Crown Tools (another version is made by Henry Taylor). I like the
geometry of the Crown tool as it takes my modified Ellsworth, swept-back grind very well (I use a “Geiger Solution” jig on
the Wolverine System along with a Packard side grinding jig to achieve my grind, but that's for another newsletter). | prefer
the M2 steel for finishing cuts as | feel it takes a sharper edge than some of the particle steel gouges. However, | do use a
Crown Pro-PM bowl gouge for roughing cuts as the edge does last longer. | have taken my Ellsworth gouge out of its
original wooden handle and am using it in a Trent Bosch aluminum handle filled with sand and lead shot. As a money
saving alternative to the “Ellsworth Gouge”, | suggest you look at the standard Crown M2 bowl gouge, which seems to
have a similar geometry to the Ellsworth gouge, and reshape the grind to suit your needs. Additionally, | have been using
a Don Pencil arm brace to hold various hollowing tools and scrapers.

For deep hollow forms | have been using the Lyle Jamieson hollowing system. | purchased my system directly from Lyle at
his workshop at Arrowmont, but it is available from Craft Supplies, Packard Woodworks, and Lyle’s website. As you may
know, this restrained handle system was one of the first commercially available torsionally restrained systems on the
market. Two boring bars are available, a 3/4-inch and a 1 1/8 inch diameter. Both bars fit the Jamieson handle, which |
have been using with the optional steel secondary support. The tips have all the advantages and disadvantages of typical
scraping tools. My system is equipped with the optional laser guidance attachment, and when properly used, is very
effective. Jamieson provides very good information on the use of his system on his website and video. Another plus, is
that his handle will accept a variety of 3/4 inch tools such as the ones offered by Don Pencil, John Jordan and others.

Jim Talley provided a wide ranging demonstratrion to the club at the January meeting.
Starting with what amounted to scrap branch wood, he turned natural edge mushrooms.
Jim told us that he often turns mushrooms to hone his skills when the creative juices just
aren't flowing.

Following the intermission, Jim provided excellent critique of several pieces on the Instant
Gallery table, with emphasis on consistency of wall thickness and balance in form and
detail in the finished object.

Jim finished with a captive ring goblet demonstration punctuated by his story of a turner who completed a goblet with 57
captive rings for his anniversary — one for each year of his marriage.
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Back by popular demand from Newfoundland by way of Ontario, Lorne Babb demonstrate the art
of turning square bowls on a round lathe at the February 5 meeting of the Palmetto Woodturners at
9 a.m. at Mann Tool & Supply.

As was the case last year, Gary Dickey will translate the demo from Newfoundlandese into
Southern, having mastered the language while stationed in Newfoundland during its war with
Iceland over disputed territorial borders.

"I've been trying for several years to get Lorne to divulge the secret of turning square bowls on a
round lathe and he finally agreed to do it provided that our club keeps this closely guarded
Newfoundlandic turning secret just among ourselves," Dickey said.

Lorne turned his first bowl more than 40 years ago, but it was the late 1980's before he became seriously interested in
woodturning. Lorne is mostly self-taught; however, he has attended workshops/seminars on woodturning and attended
various art classes that have helped him to refine design ideas and skills.

In 1993, he decided he would have to sell his woodturnings and joined the Newfoundland and Labrador Craft Development
Association thus embarking on a new career as a woodturner. This second career became full-time in early 1996.

From the local forests comes native birch and juniper (Eastern Larch) which become functional pieces like salad bowls.
When turning functional pieces, Lorne doesn't look to impose a shape, but to uncover one that reflects and interacts with
the natural fractal harmony between heartwood and sapwood.

Burls obtained throughout the Maritimes, in which he finds unusual color or grain, are turned into sculptural pieces. The
use of natural color, grain, and voids in these burls, while still achieving an artistic design through balanced proportion and
delicate shape, is Lorne's biggest challenge. To this end, Lorne feels that an attractive design is more important than size.
These same qualities in wood will dictate that each piece is unique though it may have similar shape and size to others.
Altered shapes, carvings, and the use of bark and voids also provide him with an artistic freedom of expression and he is
constantly looking for wood that he visualizes would lead to a pleasing or unusual design. Sometimes, Lorne will have a
particular piece of wood in his studio 2-3 years before they come to terms with each other. At other times, the process is
much more immediate. Either way, one must always be aware of hidden nuances along the way

Pens, pencils and jewelry are turned from exotic woods obtained around the world.

The majority of his designs are simple forms that seek to compliment and accentuate Nature's inherent beauty through
objects that have a strong tactile and aesthetic appeal, though lately he has begun to experiment with added elements
(carving, color, bleaching and texturization).

He creates his pieces at his studio in Greely, Ontario, Canada. He is a juried member of the Nova Scotia Designer Craft
Council, a member of the Ontario Craft Council, Alberta Craft Council, American Association of Woodturners and past
president of the Avalon Woodturners Guild.
