Perhaps sharpening is the number one problem miost Wweguiturners encounter. | can recall my firstexperien
with turning at a school shop; the tools werihabtduting a chilled stick of butter would havelmkenge, and
unfortunately, no one knew how to correct the situation.

While | could fill several pages with thoughts andrsugegestding sharpening, | will describe witeshargen
my tools and make a couple of broad suggestiansiidnafipd helpful.

| use an 8-inch electric bench grinder equippetlgithite aluminum oxide wheels from Packard \WGwaworks

“Improper grinding techniques can affect the perbbimginepeed steel tools not only by the forgatidmgf
cracks and eventually breakage, but also by the dewtbpofaaried surface zone. In many cases the visual
appearance of this softened zone is deceptive simmenthef aisible burning often appears very shght, yet
microscopic effect can be shown to progress a constierablealiow the surface with consequent deleterious



results on tool performance. This fact is particutany iogeep in mind when subsequent grinding/polishi
operations remove the visible burn color by a wergrsiditig pass.”

In addition to my slow-speed grinder, | use the Qutedklag Wharpening system for spindle gouges and skew
chisels and attach a “Geiger Solution” attachmeithaddPgckard side grinding jig to achieve myvieptridack
grind on bowl gouges.

Here are few tips for sharp edges while reductinigthgat b

use a slow speed grinder

use a jig to obtain correct and repeatable geometry
use friable white aluminum oxide wheels

use minimal pressure during grinding

remove the tool frequently from the wheel, uedon’t
follow the adage, “Don't grind the tool, dreselthe b
dress the bevel often, don’t wait for the taol to dull
