I’'m sure most of you have heard or read algersotbedescussion of “art verses craft”. WRalisadris craft? What do they
have in common, how are they different? As¢édemtaple of months ago, | have been reddiokpthé& Fear An Artist's
Survival Guid&he authors have a short sectioftéfegdhich seeks to answer some of these quedtitiosigéa | would
share it with you this month.

Craft

“Yes, there is a difference between art anid'sijafit that both terms are so overgrowzewidefinitions that drawing a clear
distinction between them is close to impos8itdettM/bere for a fuzzy distinction.

Think of craft and you think of furniture sh@padMasloof, of handmade clothing flauntedssaRankaires, of everything
made before the Industrial Revolution. Thiakdyautthink\Wlar and Peaca Beethoven concertoMbea LisaBoth
disciplines obviously yield good things, Vailgdlaametimes tangibly useful things, aihpeatsfihe distinction between
them seems perfectly clear.

But is th#ona Liseeally art? Well then, what about an undeiededitppyof theMona LisaThat comparison (however
sneaky) points up the fact that it's surpiiigiciglty thaybe even impossible, to view anwasingldsolation and rule
definitively, ‘This is art’ or ‘This is crkihg $tat difference means comparing sucezsEsvagde by the same person.

In essence, art lies embedded in the concephethlean pieces, not in the pieces themselsispknulit, there’s a greater
conceptual jump from one work of art to thenrfeostrttone work of craft to the next. Theltnsttheduart is less polished —
but more innovative — than craft. The diffezbmeen five Steinway grand pianos — demonsksblyoonsummate
craftsmanship — are small compared to theddiffexeveen the five Beethoven Piano concegtityperfoim on those
instruments.



A work of craft is typically made to fit a tgpeplfite, sometimes a painstakingly diffitatk texappiring years of hands-on
apprenticeship to master. It's staggeringadhaiatiearly all the truly great violins eveegnodre made in the course of a
few years by a few artisans living within akewftdach other. All this in a remote liadjantlilee centuries ago. The
accomplishments of Antonio Stradivari anavigsafitdimen point up one real difference betaresoraft: with craft,
perfectiois possible. In that sense the Western defioisifircloisely matches the Eastern definitidn &astern cultures,
art that faithfully carries forward the tréditieedd®r master is honored; in the Westiovsrpas derivative.

Yet curiously, the progression of most arkisisewtime is a progression from art towdrdtbeafiame manner that
imagination gives way to execution as any ginglédgaoward completion, an artist's majeridisasually come early on,
and a lifetime is than allotted to fill outrenthoefe discoveries. As the Zen proverb siagdbstbeginner there are many
paths, for the advanced, few.

At any point along that path, your job as snt@npissh craft to its limits — without lpped tr it. The trap is perfection:
unless your work continually generates newsaedrissues, there’s no reason for your nexbevarky different from the
last. The difference between art and crafini¢senttols you hold in your hands, but inttheseb¢hat guides them. For the
artisan, craft is an end in itself.
