The Colwood replaceable tipeezd 8olh high temperature
solder in nickel-plated brass pins, which aneptyrfised in a molded bushing (see the phe)td/dhen you want to change
a tip, you simply replace the bushing/tip asBeenbbndpieces are made from a molded phstioheithla cork grip that
remains relatively cool while you’re working.
