Protecting Your Lungs

As woodturners we are subject to a large nheddtr pfoblems resulting from exposure to stendoodterials we use,
especially tropical woods, solvents, and adhesives.

Many woods can cause skin irritation and alesgiesoods include South America
boxwood, cocobolo, ebony mahogany, manson@],rasdmwd, satinwoods, and
Western red cedar.

Chronic inhalation of this fine dust can canisae$poatory diseases. Woods such as cdoobgp|dfdécan mahogany,
rosewood, and satinwood can cause respitoryarrit allergies. Beech, Western red cedak aad cause severe
asthma. South American boxwood, cork oak aod Eeeause an acute illness much like pné&dosbnécover from initi
exposure without any permanent effects; homeated exposures can cause lung scarring asddikorgaapacity.
Another source of allergic reaction is fromebefsfumgus that can be contained in wooé #nstv\dbme of these
funguses as spalting, which is highly prizeg twrmean Maple bark disease is a conditiorbgdaheddngal spores found
maple bark, which are transformed into finérdugteturning process.
