Many thanks to our December demonstrators, Tom Rhoden and 
Leslie Bradshaw, for what I thought was a good and well rounded 
demonstration. Now that 2005 is behind us, I want to call your 
attention to our January demonstrator, Bob Rosand who will 
usher in the New Year for the Palmetto Woodturners. I hope 
everyone will be able to attend and start 2006 off with a bang (and 
I don’t mean a catch…). 
 

As your continuing president, I look forward to working with all of 
you during the coming year to help make our club the best it can 
be.

I recently had the opportunity to try the new DynaMitt Sanding 
Glove by Dynabrade, and I would like to give you my impressions. 
 

Dynabrade has the following to say about their glove: “It is perfect 
for sanding pieces on the lathe after turning. The DynaMitt 
Sanding Glove is ideal for sanding contours and intricate profiles. 
The user can easily control sanding pressure and coverage at all 
time. For more rigid applications, a removable rubber insert is 
included, which fits into a glove pocket for extra rigidity. To 
customize the DynaMitt Sanding Glove to your application, 
choose from a wide assortment of optional DynaMitt Abrasive 
Sheets, offered in various grits and weights”. 
 

All in all, I recommend the DynaMitt Sanding Glove and suggest 
you try one and see if it’s right for you. The DynaMitt Sanding 
Glove is available from Rockler Woodworking and Hardware 
(800-279-4441). 
 

At first, I thought the glove would be cumbersome, but I was 
proved wrong. The DyanMitt Sanding Glove excels in sanding 
long spindle pieces and large flat surfaces. I especially liked the 
rubber insert that provides a lot of rigidity to the glove for a firm 
feel, while preventing heat from getting to your hand during high-
speed sanding applications on the lathe. The glove is well made, 
and with reasonable care, should last a long time. 
 

However, I do have one reservation about the glove. I didn’t 
find that the DynaMitt Sanding Glove is as ideal for sanding 
intricate profiles as Dynabrade suggests. I found the glove and 
Velcro pad to be somewhat stiff for very small contours, 
reducing the quality of “feel” I 
like to have while sanding 
small profiles. I still prefer 
Norton 3X sandpaper, rolled, 
twisted, folded into whatever 
shape I need at the time. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

While Dynabrade would like you to purchase their abrasives 
for the glove, I found that any hook and loop abrasive works 
very well. You should have no problem attaching discs, sheets, 
or what ever works best for your application.

If you are interested in learning Chip Carving to decorate your 
bowls and platters, I would suggest that you purchase Wayne 
Bartons book, Chip Carving Techniques and Patterns.  It can 
be found on his web site (http://www.chipcarving.com/ ) or you 
can buy one on EBay or Amazon.com.  Wayne has several 
other good books but I would suggest that you start with this 
one.  Chip carving is not hard but does take a bit of practice.  It 
was very helpful for me to buy basswood practice boards from 
Wayne and his chip carving knives.  The most important thing is 
to keep a very sharp knife and maintain the correct angle.  All of 
this information is in his book.  Something helpful that I didn't 
find in his book is small sanding cones used with a small 
grinder.  These are found at http://www.chippingaway.com/ .  
You have to buy the small mandrel for them.  This will smooth 
our rough edges in the bottom and sides of each cut.

Power Lock abrasive sanding disc come in a variety of sizes.  I 
use  2, mostly for outside surfaces and have smaller disc holders 
for tight spaces. Grits are easy to change and can be cleaned 
when clogged with a brush or rag with mineral oil. If you have a 
Foredom it is very useful to set it up behind your lathe with a foot 
switch so you can sand pieces while still on the chuck.

Drying wood.  In my haste to find something to show at the 
meeting, I picked up a bowl that I had forgotten about that was 
wrapped with tape and left in the shop.  My memory is fading.  I 
bought a course on memory improvement but forgot where I put 
it.  Remembering later that it was a piece that had started to crack 
and I covered it to try and stop the cracking.  The mistake I made 
was that I didn't uncover it every day or so to re wet the crack on 
the outside and then recover it.  I have had good success on 
other pieces that I have worked on.  Unfortunately, I neglected to 
keep a close watch on this piece.  I would suggest that if you try 
this method that you uncover each piece daily for a few days to 
make sure that cracks are not starting and if you do find one, re 
wet it on the outside and recover it while drying from the inside.
