A Week @ The John C. Campbell Folk School 
January 8–14, 2006 
 

One wakes early on Monday morning to the crisp mountain air of 
Brasstown, North Carolina ready for a week of woodturning. 
 
My week was spent with seven other turners from around the 
southeast all eager and ready for Al Stirt’s master class: Turned, 
Textured, Colored and Carved: Adding Life to Turned Bowls and 
Platters. 
 

Most days were spent with 
Al demonstrating various 
techniques, tools, and 
homemade jigs during the 
morning, and us working 
under his watchful eye 
during the afternoon. While 
the course title implied the 
making of bowls and 
platters, Al was very open to  The Campbell Turning Studio 
and interested in everyone 
expanding on his information, and applying it to their individual 
interests. Some of the topics discussed and demonstrated were: 
making templates and tools for laying out patterns, carving, 
texturing, vacuum chucking, shear scraping, special tool grinds, 
grain orientation, using a chain saw mill, high-speed sanding and 
finishing techniques, and many others. 
 

We worked with both dry and green woods, trying to “extract” 
various forms from them including bowls and platters. Al 
demonstrated his various methods that incorporate carving, 
texturing and color. But what made this class so special, was that 
Al would try to explain why he did what he did, not only how he 
did them. His emphasis on artistic decision making and design 
was greatly appreciated by all, and everyone realized how it helps 
separate his work from many others. 
 

 

 
 

After dinner, evenings were spent either with Al lecturing about 
his work and the work of numerous turners he liked and 
admired, or us working at the lathe while chatting with him 
about wood and its many uses.
