A Home For Your Tools 
 

If you’re like me, you have your turning tools lying on tables, the 
lathe bed, and perhaps on a roll-around cart. I have wanted a tool 
storage system that was portable, easy to clean, and one that 
prevented the tool edges from banging into each other. Now I 
think I’ve found one. 
 

In a recent issue of Fine WoodWorking a gentleman submitted a 
clever turning tool carousel. His submission earned him a “Best 
Tip” award. 
 

His idea was for a wall-mounted carousel that held his lathe tools. 
As I was not interested in a wall-mounted carousel, I decided to 
modify his idea into a free standing caddy that could set on a 
table, cart, or even the lathe bed. It had to be sturdy and easy to 
blow off after a day of turning.

The caddy is composed of three parts, two plywood disks (the 
top one 9” in diameter, and the bottom 12”) and a plastic pipe, 
3 in. in diameter by 11”-14” long depending on the length of 
tools being held. The top is drilled through with 1 3/4” holes, 
and the bottom, are drilled 1 3/4” by 1/2” deep. The center 
disks are shaped to fit snugly in the pipe and are glued to the 
larger disks. I used the indexing feature of my lathe to evenly 
space the eight holes. 
 
Assembly is easy, as the pipe fits tightly over the center disks 
and is held in place with two 3/4” screws both top and bottom. 
 
Once assembled, your tool caddy is ready 
for a finish. I used an ebony stain that 
would help hide dirt and blend in the black 
ABS pipe. A couple coats of polyurethane 
will provide a durable surface. 
 
I’ve made three of these caddies and find 
them a big improvement on my old 
“system”. If you’re looking for a convenient 
tool holder, give this one a try.
