When woodturners think of using the skew, two terms come to mind - fear 
and fascination. Fear comes from what appear to be inevitable catches or dig-ins, and fascination comes from the fact that the tool is so 
versatile and will produce the best cuts of any woodturning tool.  This demonstration will  focus on overcoming the fear factor by understanding 
how a catch or dig-in is produced and how to prevent it. The focus on fascination will come from learning how to produce planning cuts, v-cuts, 
end-grain/straight or perpendicular cuts and beads.

Critiquing the Critiques by James Whaley

We all have an opinion, and like other things, sometimes it needs to be improved -so it is with wood turning.  Each and every one of us has a little different view of what a good 
design is for that masterpiece we are attempting to create on our lathes.  My design of choice for most of my medium size bowls would be a continuous curve on the outside with 
a small or non-existing foot. I do like round bottom bowls, but, people have a tendency to play with them.  However, not everybody likes round bottoms.  The perfect inside of a 
bowl for me would be slightly undercut with a nice smooth curve. Looks great to me!  Have you ever tried to pour anything out of an undercut bowl?  What ever liquid is in there 
will run all over the outside of the bowl and make a real mess. So undercut looks good, feels good, but it doesn't work good for all things.  Neither does the round bottom choice.

When I first joined Palmetto Woodturners, I had no idea how to turnanything.  I just knew that I wanted to learn.  While I am not the best turner in the Club, I certainly have come 
a long way.  By being a Club Member, I have learned when and how to use most of my tools, and how to approach the wood in a safe manner so as not to get hurt (Although, I 
have lost a few fingernails).

One of the most helpful event at our monthly meetings is the Demonstrator’s Critique.  Without the thoughtful advice of the demonstrators (although, I didn't always agree) I 
would never have improved my designs.  Sometimes their critique seemed harsh and embarrassing, but they all, and I mean ALL, helped me understand what I was looking for 
in my advancement as a woodturner.  Without the opinions of others, I would have been hopelessly stuck in my own little world.  I have been to symposiums and watched the 
"experts" pick up a beautiful piece of art and call it clunky or ugly.  Amazingly, the artist didn't get angry, he just listened and learned. He ask questions on how he could improve 
the work next time. Shortly thereafter, someone walked up and paid the asking price, commenting on how “he wouldn't change a thing”. Everybody wins when we have critiques.  
Everybody learns.  Isn't that why we are members, anyway?  Sure we are a great bunch of guys and gals with the same interests, but if we didn't learn anything we would soon 
tire and find something else to interest us.

Every time you turn on your lathe, you have a choice of how you are going to design your next wonderful piece.  That design choice will be entirely up to you.  Nobody can make 
you make something you don't want to make, in a way you don't want to make it.  It's up to you - make it the way you want it to be.  But, if you are not satisfied with what you 
have made, and don't know why, ask another member to give you an opinion.  Don't get your feelings hurt if they suggest some changes.  Take it and learn from them. 

I wish every piece I make could be critiqued.  I want to get better.  I think all of our nationally known demonstrators should be required to critique our table.  I feel let down if they 
don't.  I want to improve, to learn, and who better than our demonstrators and the turners who have been around for a while.  The critique may seem to be a waste to some, but 
to me, it's as important as the class. 

Solving A Vibration Problem -article contributed by Jack Gould
Reported in a comment on the January 2008 World of Woodturners web site

Here is a situation that was kind of a Eureka moment for me but others may know all about it.  I was rough turning some apple wood into a bowl. About 10 inch diameter and 8 
inch deep. I like to take large cuts (1/2 inch or so, about the limit of an Irish grind 5/8 bowl gouge) when wood is a bit wet so I went for it. BUT the vibrations were so bad that I 
have to proceed very slowly. To cut without vibration I had to reduce the cuts to less than 1/8 inch and move the tool slowly. The bevel was rubbing but it seemed to make little 
difference.  So I stopped the lathe and checked the bearings on the General as I thought maybe I had worn them down or they had loosened or something but they felt good. I 
checked the wood mounting and it looked fine too.  Just for the heck of it, I decided to take the lathe wrench, and using the chuck key, I seriously tightened the chuck onto the 
spindle. PROBLEM SOLVED!  Now this was a bit of a revelation to me as I had always assumed that the chuck would tighten itself after one did a bit of turning as it gets pushed 
by the lathe motor. In the past I have solved this problem by bringing the tailstock into play which of course eliminated the vibration too.
