April Demo with Warren Carpenter
April 3, 2010

As I was taking pictures prior to the start of Warren Carpenter’s demo it never
dawned on me that he was using the bandsaw to cut some of the pieces in a
different way. But then, I guess that is why we have demonstrations. We get
the chance to see thinking that is outside of the box. Or it may be just another
sign of my inexperience. Whatever the reason, I learned again fo visualize a
piece before creating the first bit of sawdust. And yes, my grandfather was
actually one of those that said measure twice, cut once. That thought is more
aptly stated as visualize all of the possibilities before you do anything to the log.
Cutting on the bias opens a new design dimension. Wood movement may become
more dramatic. Grain patterns can be better highlighted. The lines of color
variation between heartwood and sapwood can be manipulated by cutting on the
bias. I am going to play with different cuts if for no other reason but because I
can. I did have a question for Warren that I didn't get a chance to ask. And
that is, what effect does centrifugal force have on a piece that was cut from a
crotch? How thin is too thin? And has he ever had a piece explode because of
those forces? Ok, it was more than one.

This video is the second in the "Tips for Turners"
series and addresses many of the simple "stuff"
that we rarely think about, or often have difficulty
figuring out within our workspaces. In particular,
lighting, dust collection, lathe modifications
(including how to keep that tailstock from slipping),
vacuum chucks, heating and cooling systems, and
last but not least, the "Flexion section" - that is,
lower back and stretching exercises to help make
your furning life safer and more enjoyable.

Bonnie Klein - Turning Boxes and Other Projects
This video starts out with some chatterwork techniques
and decorating with colors. Basic box-turning techniques
are demonstrated, such as wood selection and mounting,
and turning the inside and outside of the lid and base.
Projects in this video include:

an acorn box

bolo ties and tips

a purse mirror
refrigerator magnets
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Software for Woodturners

This month I will provide a quick look at the software package called Creative Woodturner. The software is available at
http://www.creative-woodturner.com I purchased it for somewhere around $15.00 including shipping from the UK. I had no
problem with the purchasing or the shipping. From first ordering to when the software arrived in my mailbox was a little under
3 weeks. Not bad considering the journey.

I played with it for a bit to try and get a feel for its use. I like the fact that it comes with a gallery of items that you can look
and manipulate in the 3D viewer. It allows you fo rotate the piece in a manner very similar to last months software. A couple of
niceties are you can save your own creations. You can use one of the provided pieces as a starting point and the do a SAVE AS
which should be familiar to anyone using a Windows based PC.

The easiest thing to do is go to the website and download the application and play with it. You can rotate the rendered image so
you can see some of the hidden shapes. It was fun to play with but lacking features that I consider to be valuable. Among the
most important to me is the ability to print an image with real dimensions that I could use as I turned.

I decided to use the software to model a goblet that I have been commissioned to turn. Yes, I said commission. My wife was
pleased that my hobby may become self supporting (as I silently chuckle to myself saying “yeah right").

One thing to keep in mind when using any kind of CAD program is
too zoom in as much as possible when you are creating things so it is
easier to connect all of the parts. I went through the tutorial and
found it to be very educational and a good introduction to the
application. I also liked the included wood images. It allowed me to
visualize a piece crafted from a variety of woods. A neat feature
but of limited value. I found it to be valuable for establishing
proportions.

I actually turned 3 sample goblets before I turned to the software.
So why did I use the software? Because my samples were not what
I was looking for so I said what the heck. To my delight, I found
the process to be relatively easy. I knew the basic shape I wanted
but it just wasn't coming together on the lathe. So out came the PC
and about an hour later or so, I wound up with the design to the
left. In this particular case, I was pleased with the outcome. Will
T use it all the time? Nahh! I need design time. Or, that is what I
call it when my wife is in earshot.
